COURSE OUTCOMES

The learning outcomes of this course include a demonstrated mastery of the field of Creative Writing, the enhancement of the student’s professional skills in this area and the acquisition of an in-depth understanding of approaches to Creative Writing gained through coursework and research. Graduates of the course will be able to:

(1) demonstrate and make use of advanced knowledge of a specialist body of theoretical and applied topics;  

(2) demonstrate a high order of skill in analysis, critical evaluation and/or professional application, developed through the planning and execution of project work (including, for Creative Writing students, a book manuscript) or a piece of scholarship or research; 

(3) demonstrate creativity and flexibility in the application of knowledge and skills to new situations; and  

(4) demonstrate the ability to think rigorously and independently. 
Depending on their entry awards and the pathway chosen, students who exit with a Graduate Certificate will have either (1) broadened knowledge/skills gained in an undergraduate program, or (2) deepened knowledge/skills gained in an undergraduate program, or (3) developed professional knowledge and skills in a new professional area. Similarly but to a greater extent, students who exit with a Graduate Diploma will have (1) broadened knowledge/skills gained in an undergraduate program, or (2) extended and deepened knowledge and understanding gained in an undergraduate program, or (3) developed vocational knowledge and skills in a new professional area.

Recognition given to the qualification

Although this award develops knowledge and skills which will be useful in many vocational and professional settings, it is essentially an academic award and does not relate to the requirements of any official professional or industry body.

Course structure regulations

1. The course comprises subjects to the value of 96 credit points. Credit point weightings are shown in parentheses. 

2. Coursework subject options include subjects at Tabor Adelaide’s level 4. In any subjects that correspond to undergraduate subjects of the same name, postgraduate students are required to do more complex and challenging work for assessment. 

3. Students are required to include at least 84 credit points in subjects in this specialisation.

4. Some subjects can be taken as part of more than one specialisation; this includes those subjects shown above in more than one specialisation and any other accredited Tabor Adelaide subjects that the Academic Postgraduate Committee deems suitable for inclusion in a specialisation pathway in this award. 

5. Creative Writing students are required to include a major manuscript of 48 credit points.

6. Creative Writing students are required to include ‘Editing and Publishing for Writers’ (6401.4). 

7. Students will be guided by the Course Coordinator in their choice of subjects, taking into account their former studies and experience. All study pathways and subject selections must be approved by the Course Coordinator. 

8. Students may exit with a Graduate Certificate in Arts after the successful completion of 24 credit points of study of which at least 18 credit points are in a single discipline.

9. Students may exit with a Graduate Diploma in Arts after the successful completion of 48 credit points of study of which normally at least 36 credit points are in a single discipline.

10. The area of specialisation may be added in parentheses to the title of the award (e.g. [Creative Writing]). 

Exit points


Graduate Certificate in Arts

Students who successfully complete 24 credit points of the Master of Arts (Creative Writing), normally including at least 18 credit points in one specialist subject area may exit with a Graduate Certificate in Arts. The name of the specialist subject area (Creative Writing) may be included in parentheses.


Graduate Diploma in Arts

Students who successfully complete 48 credit points of the Master of Arts (Creative Writing), normally including at least 36 credit points in one specialist subject area may exit with a Graduate Diploma in Arts. The name of the specialist subject area (Creative Writing) may be included in parentheses.

Statement of Attainment 

Students who exit from the course without completing the requirements of an accredited award will be entitled to receive a Statement of Attainment giving details of any subjects that they have successfully completed.

Academic entry requirements



Standard entry requirements are:

· an accredited bachelor degree in any discipline or equivalent; and 

· the ability to read and write in English comparable with an IELTS
 result of 6.5 for largely coursework pathways, and a minimum IELTS of 7.0 in writing for pathways including a thesis; plus

· a portfolio demonstrating a level of expertise in creative writing before admission into the Master of Arts (Creative Writing).

Applicants who have prior qualifications or extensive experience in a relevant discipline, depending on their qualifications and experience, may be granted advanced level entry, with exemption from up to 24 credit points of the first-year of the course. Decisions about advanced level entry will normally be made by the Academic Postgraduate Committee.

� IELTS = International English Language Testing System. This provides a measure of whether applicants are ready to take English-medium educational/training courses and is widely used in entry assessments for courses in higher education. It is readily available at test centres in many countries.
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
